The annual Frisco Community parade is next Saturday morning on Main Street, 11/13, in old downtown Frisco.  Band and Color 

Guard members need to report to Frisco High School at 8:00 am Saturday morning, and will return to FHS by 12:30 pm 

at the latest (watch email next week for any schedule adjustments coming after we receive our final parade order).  Band students will 

wear their full band uniform with PUNK’D T-shirts underneath.  It projects be cold outside- we recommend students consider wearing 

LIGHT base layers underneath their Portals shirts/ band shorts. For spectators, the actual parade begins at 10:00 am on Main Street 

in downtown Frisco.

• Gray Uniform Shoes with Gray Socks (Please do not wear the shoes while walking in the hallways!)
